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FOLSOM HIGH SCHOOL’S YVONNE LIN WINS THE SACRAMENTO  
CITYWIDE COMPETITION OF THE SECOND ANNUAL 

 ‘NATIONAL VOCABULARY CHAMPIONSHIP’  
 

Lin outperforms 91 other vocabulary scholars, winni ng $5,000 toward a higher 
education savings plan and qualifying to compete in  the National Vocabulary 

Championship Finals in Los Angeles on March 10  
 

(Sacramento, CA) – Thursday, November 15, 2007  – Yvonne Lin, a 16-year-old 
sophomore at Folsom High School, outperformed 91 other local high school vocabulary 
scholars tonight, winning the NVC Sacramento Citywide Championship. As the local 
champion, Lin earned $5,000 toward a “529” higher education savings plan and qualifies 
to compete in the “National Vocabulary Championship” Finals in Los Angeles on March 
10, 2008.   
 
The National Vocabulary Championship is a national academic competition conceived 
by GSN (Game Show Network) and its educational partner, The Princeton Review. The 
competition goes beyond traditional ‘spelling bees’ to test word definitions and overall 
word comprehension while providing college-bound students with the tools necessary to 
effectively communicate their ideas to the world. The NVC is hosting eight citywide 
qualifying events prior to the NVC Finals in LA, in which Lin will go head-to-head with 49 
other students from around the country. The winner of the NVC Finals will receive 
$40,000 toward a “529” higher education savings plan and the title of 2008 National 
Vocabulary Champion. 
 
Tonight’s live event, sponsored by Comcast Cable, was held at Rosemont High School 
in Sacramento, CA. The event featured the top 92 scorers of the 6,200-plus students 
who participated at the qualifying level from local area schools including A.A. Benjamin 
Health Professions, Bella Vista, Cesar Chavez, Choice Charter, CK McClatchy, Del 
Campo, Elk Grove, Folsom, Franklin, Galt, Grant Union, Hiram W. Johnson, Inderkum, 
Jim Elliot Christian, John F. Kennedy, Keema, Laguna Creek, Monterey Trail, Natomos 
Pacific Pathways Prep, Pleasant Grove, Rio Linda, Rosemont, Tokay, Victory Christian, 
Vista Nueva and West Campus.  
 
Lin sealed her victory in the third and final round by correctly identifying the antonym for 
“lethargy” as “panache” to beat out the last of her fellow competitors. The knock-out-style 
round of vocabulary questions had begun with five finalists, of which Annalise Mantz 
(Pleasant Grove High School) and Isaac Smith (John F. Kennedy High School) placed 
second and third, respectively. As second- and third-place finalists, Mantz and Smith will 
each receive Encyclopædia Britannica’s 2008 Ultimate Reference Suite DVD as well as 
books and services from The Princeton Review.  All competitors were awarded one-year 
Encyclopædia Britannica Online subscriptions from NVC sponsor Encyclopædia
